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Rationale 

A school uniform promotes school safety, improves discipline and reinforces a positive and professional learning environment. School uniform can give pupils a sense of school pride and belonging. Pride is important when building self-esteem and character, which is the inner encouragement that pupils need to accomplish their day-to-day tasks. 

Who should wear school uniform? 

Pupils in year 7-11 should wear the school uniform. While there is no set uniform for the Sixth Form, pupils are required to dress appropriately for the school day in smart attire. 

Uniform

We set and endeavour to maintain high uniform standards for all pupils. Full details of the uniform are given to parents in the School Prospectus/Website. It is everyone’s responsibility to maintain these standards.

Years 7- 11 

· Long or short sleeved plain white shirt. 

· Smart black or navy trousers (cargo, combat, jeans and jeggings styles are not acceptable) or smart black or navy knee length skirt (jersey tube skirts are not acceptable).

· Navy school jumper, cardigan with school logo or PE hoody (New intake must wear Ysgol Calon Cymru jumper/cardigan. Years 8-11 may wear the jumpers/cardigans from their previous schools. When these no longer fit, pupils will be required to purchase Ysgol Calon Cymru jumpers/cardigans.

· Ysgol Calon Cymru tie. 

· Dark socks (black opaque tights may be worn)

· Plain black footwear (coloured trim, laces and any printed designs/logos/symbols are not acceptable).

Non school hoodies must NOT be worn on the school campus. 

Tailored/smart black or navy knee length shorts may be worn.

Jewellery: One pair of stud earrings. No other facial piercings. One ring and a watch permissible. No other jewellery.
Application of the Uniform Policy 

It is the responsibility of parents/carers to ensure that their child comes to school in the correct uniform (see the Home School Agreement). Form tutors are responsible for monitoring uniform: all staff have a responsibility for ensuring that pupils are correctly dressed in lessons and elsewhere on the school site. Any concerns should be noted by the Form Tutor on Go4Schools. 
A student wearing non-uniform / inappropriate clothing may be offered replacement uniform by the pastoral support staff. 
If there is a genuine issue with uniform, we ask pupils to provide a supporting letter/note in the planner from parents/carers and show this letter when challenged by staff. A date will need to be given by the parent/carer as to when the problem will be rectified).

Pupils will be given a reasonable amount of time to address uniform concerns. In the event of repeated uniform infringements parents will be contacted and sanctions may be applied. In the case of jewellery and other accessories, the student will be asked to remove the item, which may be confiscated. 

Educational Visits / School Trip 

It is at the discretion of the member of staff running a trip if pupils should wear school uniform. Parents / carers will be notified through the relevant school trip itinerary. 

Issues arising from the policy 

Parents should raise any issues relating to school uniform, Sixth Form Dress Code or other aspects of appearance with the Headteacher. Requests to vary the uniform requirements for a particular reason, such as medical needs, will be carefully considered. Pupils should raise issues with their form tutor and Progress Leader; they may also request that uniform matters, including proposals for change, be put on to the agenda of School Council meetings. 

Please note: 

· Parents are asked to ensure that all uniform and PE kit is clearly labelled with the name of their child in order to assist in the safe return of their lost property. 

· Parents are asked to write a note if their child has a reason why they are unable to wear the correct school uniform. 

· No jewellery, or watches, to be worn during PE , Games, DT and any other area where Health and Safety is a concern. All valuables must be given to the teacher in charge.
